§ 1 Welcome

Ulla Höglund, the moderator of the meeting, welcomed the participants.

§ 2 Regional reports

Each region presented their part of the project:
In Värmland there have been difficulties to get attendants to the first activity (training sessions on prevention of intimate partner violence for primary health care staff). Therefore there will be 4 education sessions instead of 5 which was first intended. After these education sessions about 100 health care staff will have been reached. It has also been difficult to set up the second activity; seminars and counselling sessions for staff concerning treatment programmes for perpetrators. However, the first seminar for staff concerning treatment programme for perpetrators will be in September.
Åsa recently started to plan the third activity (dialogue-meetings with public stakeholders). First information for the politicians will be in May.
Devon is running the Duluth perpetrator programme where 11 men are currently enrolled. Some men have dropped out from the treatment programme and there have also been some difficulties engaging partners in programme. The biggest problem has been the resistance of workers to collect data, due to lack of time and IT-skills. This has been solved by recruiting a person who will put in the data.

Graz is working on improving their work with perpetrators, following a model from Vienna. A network will be set up next. In the beginning of next year the treatment of perpetrators and victims according to the Vienna model will start.

The last conference will be held in Karlstad (or Kristinehamn), Sweden.

· Lessons learnt in each region – commonality, ideal work, legal systems
